A precursor to the University of València, which would eventually be founded in 1499, are the 

Schools of Grammar and Arts that were installed in 1412 in the home that stood in this spot, 

currently the Palace of the Valencian Parliament or Benicarló Palace, thanks to the mediation 

and advice of Saint Vincent Ferrer. The cloister of the old university building therefore has a 

medallion with the saint.
